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 The Doctoral contract is a employment contract specifically for PhD students.

 The contract lasts for 3 years and can be renewed for one additional year.

 This contract can be prolonged for maternity leave, child adoption, long-term

illness or accident injury.

 As all working contracts, you can breach your contract by dismissal or

resignation
